











“My Clubhouse helped me to achieve my educational goals”

1 was diagnosed with Schizophrenia

a year before I became a member

of Stepping Stone Clubhouse.

At the time I was extremely frustrated
and had given up hope of ever being
able to work again. I was stuck in a
cycle where I would get a job and
then have to resign due to the
hallucinations.

I found Stepping Stone Clubhouse
by doing a search for support groups
for people with mental illnesses.

I liked the Clubhouse model as it
gave me a safe environment to work
in where I wouldn’t be put under
pressure if I became unwell and
couldn’t attend. I had wanted to
further my education before 1
joined Stepping Stone but had
never got around to it due to
financial problems brought

about by the interruptions to

my working life due to episodes.

Once a member of Clubhouse I
quickly connected with a staff
member who helped me identity

my goals and my obstacles via my
individual plan. Just having people
to talk to about my problems made
a huge difference and helped put
things into perspective.

The Clubhouse community quickly
helped me to get onto the pension
which stabilized my volatile financial
situation and gave me a chance to rest
and rebuild myself.

The way the Clubhouse valued my
input and got me involved in all
aspects of the Clubhouse helped to
rebuild my confidence to the extent
that I put my name down for a
Transitional Employment (TE)
position at a Library.

I got the position and worked there
for around eight months. It gave me
a great deal of peace of mind to
know that I was working in an
environment where my condition
was known and respected. In the
past I had tried to hide my condition
as most employers will not even
interview you if they know you
have a psychiatric condition.
Working the TE also helped me

to identify some social problems

I had when working which 1
otherwise would have never
identified or solved.

The TE position also gave me a
chance to save money for what I re-
ally wanted to do, which was to get a
Diploma in Database Development.
I was able to start this a month after
the end of my TE position.

Once I started studying I had no time
for anything else. The course was so
intense that of the 30 plus who start-
ed the course I was the only person to
graduate on time with two of my
tellow students graduating a semester
later. I believe that I would not have
completed the course, and definitely
not received mainly Distinctions

with a few Credits, if it weren’t for
the therapeutic effect Clubhouse had
on my confidence. It also helped me
greatly when Clubhouse helped me to
get my own flat via the Department
of Housing which gave me the peace
and quiet I needed to throw myself
into my studies.

Attending Clubhouse helped me to
rebuild my confidence and to take
the first steps towards widening my
horizons.

Working a TE gave me a safe
environment that helped me:
financially (to pay for my course);
identify the elements in a work place
that lead to my hallucinations; iden-
tify and overcome every day social
problems I had while working; and
clarity for me the industry I should
be working in. By helping me with all
of my problems, unlike employment
agencies that seem to deal with things
in a single-focused, non-holistic way,
Clubhouse has empowered me to

achieve what I set out to achieve.
